SEVENTH DISTRICT BRANCH REPORT
January 2006
Since the last meeting of the MSSNY Council, the Seventh District Branch has been involved in the following issues and activities:

· The Monroe County Medical Society, in conjunction with the Monroe County Department of Public Health, redistributed over 18,000 doses of influenza vaccine to area physicians.
· The Genesee Valley Medical Foundation, which was started by the Monroe County Medical Society in the late 1960’s, received an $850,000 grant from the Physicians’ Foundation for Health Systems Excellence to develop quality initiatives for small group practices.  
· In support of the 100,000 Lives Saved Campaign, the 7th District Branch conducted a Medication Reconciliation Survey.  Results will be used by a steering committee to determine physician awareness regarding new requirements related to reconciliation of medications upon hospital admission and discharge.
· MCMS spoke with the media regarding Medicare Part D, Regional Health Information Organizations (RHIOs), pain management, flu vaccine supply, Excellus Prescription Study, physician/patient relationships, AIDS awareness, orthopedic issues, health insurance premium increases, and leadership changes at Preferred Care. 
· The Joint Physician/Pharmacy Group continues to develop an e-prescribing tool. The goal of the JPPG is to make this tool available to physicians free of charge.
· MCMS participates on the Tobacco Free Environment Committee, RHIO Steering and Planning Committees, Rochester Regional Hospital Association Medication Reconciliation Workgroup, Sayward Archive Committee, Monroe County Adult Immunization Coalition, the Community Transition Task Force, the Women’s Health Partnership, and Reducing Medical Errors Committee.
